“Full employment is an economic, not a physical concept. We could define full
employment by some absolute physical standard such as 16 hours of work per day
per person. That might be physically possible, but it hardly provides a useful standard
of comparison. In economics we say that full employment prevails when everyone
Who wants a job has one, working the number of hours he or she wants, allowing
for a notmal level of unemployment that occurs because new people are entering the
labor looking for jobs and others are between jobs. A chieving full employment, and.
thus producing potential output, means producing on the economy's production
possibility frontier.
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
